Special Lifts Checklist

The Special Lift category is intended to help address the hazards, conditions and circumstances that are beyond the scope of an Ordinary Lift, but technically do not meet the definition or require the level of planning of a Critical Lift. The special lift checklist will help identify the hazards and mitigation methods associated with this type of activity.  Once the checklist is completed, the information could be incorporated into a working level document (e.g. Job Safety Analysis (JSA) or Job Planning Package (JPP)) for field implementation. 

Here are a few examples of a Special Lift: 

· Moving compressed gas cylinders with a hoist or forklift

· Lifting materials off a roof near a building entrance 

· Hoisting a relatively expensive and sensitive piece of equipment into the basement of a building.
