The above requirements will be specifically managed as part of the contract and their implementation will be documented through SBMS Records of Decision (RODs).
2) Type 2 Contract Requirements: External Requirements not applicable by statute, but identified in the RIT process to be contractually applied in lieu of DOE Directives.
Requirements (regulations, laws, etc) that are not normally “applicable” because DOE maintains regulatory authority in that area (e.g., OSHA regulations for worker safety or DOT on-site transportation), but are identified as sufficient and appropriate for managing/controlling/governing PNNL’s work scope, hazards, and risks.
· Bullet list (or table) of requirements

The above requirements will be specifically managed as part of the contract (e.g. List B) and their implementation will be documented through SBMS RODs.

3) Type 3 Applicable regulations and laws (i.e., external regulations)

Regulations that apply to business by statute either where DOE is not the regulator (such as the Washington Administrative Code or EPA for environmental compliance areas) or where DOE has issued regulations (e.g., CFRs).
· Bullet list (or table) of requirements

These requirements will be incorporated in the contract by global reference (i.e., “obey the law”). They will be specifically managed via the SBMS Requirements Management database and in the Requirements list in each management system description.  Their implementation will be documented through SBMS RODs.  

4) Type 4 Third-party Industry Standards and Best Practices

Consensus standards identified to be appropriate to control risks and hazards for work performed by PNNL.  These may include standards from ANSI, ASTM, and NFPA.  They are adopted as best practices and applied as appropriate.  Note:  These documents are not requirements, but rather establish a mutually agreed to approach that frame how PNNL will control the applicable hazard.

· Bullet list (or table) of requirements

These requirements will be incorporated in the contract by global reference to best practices and industry standards.  They will be specifically managed via the SBMS Requirements Management database and in the Requirements list in each management system description.  Their implementation will be documented through SBMS RODs.  

JUSTIFICATION:

Provide justification of why the list of requirements is appropriate for the hazard group or work activity.  Justification is not required for requirements not selected.
